Recommendations for immunohistochemistry and electron microscopy

Immunohistochemistry
Native kidney biopsies

· Standard procedure: Immunoglobulines (IgG, IgM, IgA), complement factors ( incl. C1q, C3c, C4c, C5b-9)

Transplant biopsies

· Standard procedure as for native kidneys and C4d in all biopsies including zero-hour biopsies performed after reperfusion. 

· As result of the discussion in Istanbul a reduced program may be justified in case no recurrence of the basic disease is suspected (incl only IgG, IgA, C5b-9, but C4d should always be done.). Unklar: was willst Du denn hier sagen...?

Electron microscopy

Native kidney biopsies

· In all if possible

Transplants biopsies

· Take always a sample for electron microscopy: study in case of proteinuria or unclear light microscopc findings


· During the first 6 months EM should always be done in case of suspicion of recurrence of the basic disease. 

· After 6 months always 

Note

In case no electron microscope is available in the institution, establish a regular collaboration with a lab where EM of kidney biopsies is routinely done.
